JFO #3209: $1,582,876.00 to the Department of Public Safety from the Federal Emergency 

Management Agency (FEMA). Funds used for the emergency work and repair of disaster 

damaged facilities during the December 18-19, 2023 storm event in Essex, Lamoille, Orange, 

Orleans, Rutland, Windham, and Windsor Counties. There is a required State match of 25% on 

the project costs; management costs are 100% federally funded.  The 25% match is met through 

a combination of ERAF funds and the local recipient contribution.
